Ev en

w omen with uni v er sity de g r ees often acce pt positions

benea th their tr aining or m ust pr o vide “ser vices” to

their boss to k ee p their jobs . T heir str ong desir e to

pr o v e tha t mone y their par ents spent on a daughter’ s

educa tion w as not w asted sometimes leads them to

do dr astic things .

Abor tion is widel y acce pted as a positi v e bir th

contr ol method f or y oung w omen pur suing their

educa tion or car eer . It is often the onl y option gi v en

to unmar ried pr e gnant w omen, as ha ving a c hild

outside of mar ria g e shames the mother and lea v es

the c hild without an identity .

Mig r ant w or k er s , inc luding mother s , seek their

f or tune in China’ s f ast-industrializing cities . Because

of this , man y c hildr en li v e with elder l y g r andpar ents

in villa g es w hile their par ents seek jobs in the cities .

Some ar e e v en left alone .

T hese c hoices w omen mak e man y times lead them to

despair .
