Ev en teac hing

mother s a bout the benef its of br eastf eeding can

pr e v ent g rief and lead to healthier f amilies . Often,

the lac k of c lean w a ter or impr oper l y boiled w a ter

mix ed with f or m ula causes man y inf ants to suf f er

serious bouts of diar rhea and, in some cases , die .

V iolence a g ainst w omen is a major issue in countries

w her e w omen lac k decision-making po w er within the

home and ha v e a lo w social and economic sta tus

within the comm unity . Domestic violence ,

unemplo yment and selling c hildr en f or se x ar e f or ced

on man y w omen w ho ha v e no contr ol of their li v es .

W ithout the pr otection of the la w , the comm unity

and the c hur c h, w omen and gir ls cannot b uild a

better lif e f or their f amilies . Please pr a y with us tha t

w omen and gir ls in Southeast Asia will lear n tha t

God lo v es them and has a pur pose f or their li v es ,

“plans to pr osper y ou and not to har m y ou, plans to

gi v e y ou hope and a futur e” (J er emiah 29:11).
